The Assassination of Archduke Franz Ferdinand


Task:

You are a newspaper reporter investigating the assassination.

You need to piece together a news report from the available sources.

Time is short! You must meet the print deadline!

This means you will only have THREE MINUTES to look at each source.

Extract the key facts and any relevant information from the source (dates, names, etc.) and write it down. If there is contradictory information, you decide what to include.

When the time is up, pass the source onto the next group.

At the end, you will have time to ask any additional questions to complete your investigation.

Writing the Report:
Use the information you have gathered to write a report of the assassination.

Remember:

Use “quotation marks” when necessary.

Talk about the reasons, the events, and the results.

Your report should be about one side of A4, feel free to include pictures and diagrams if you wish.

Extension:

Try to write your report from one of the following perspectives:

1. Serbian newspaper

2. Austro-Hungarian newspaper

3. British newspaper

You will need to consider how each country might react to the news of the Archduke’s death.
