The aim is to find out information about your family’s connection to World War Two. There are many ways you can go about this, so here are some suggestions:

· Interview your grandparents and elder relatives – make notes or record the interview

· You can ask them what life was like for them during the war, what they can remember about the early years compared to the latter stages

· See if there are any photos or antique items that come from the 1930s and 1940s, such as ration books or perhaps a gas mask

· Research for more information about what life was like in the area where your relations were during the war – conditions were not the same everywhere

Of course you should feel free to come up with other interesting ideas that will help make your project something really special. You can spend some time collecting information and interesting stories, and then come up with a way to include them in your project, remembering that the deadline to hand in your completed project is
