Laws were passed making it possible to sack teachers, civil servants and lawyers who happened to be Jewish

	May 21 1935

Jews excluded from the armed forces
	September 15, 1935

Reich Citizenship Law

German citizenship removed from all people deemed to be ‘Jews’

	September 1935 

Law for the Protection of German Blood and German Honour - Interracial marriage banned
	November 14 1935

Mischlinge decree defined who was a Jew and defined persons of ‘mixed blood’, 

	1936 – Nuremburg Laws

Further laws banning Jews from holding property and from working
	November 9 1938 – Kristallnacht
First very public violent attacks on Jewish homes, 7500 businesses destroyed and 400 synagogues burned

	November 9 1938 – Kristallnacht
Violence continued for over a week, around 100 Jews were killed, a further 20-30,000 were put into concentration camps
	November 9 1938 – Kristallnacht
Jews find themselves fined for the damage caused
