Preparations for War

Task: 

Produce a newspaper article from September 1939 about Britain’s preparations for war. 

Consider the following: 

Were the preparations adequate? What else could have been done? What was the most significant danger? 

Information:

Reactions to War

Task: 

Write a series of diary entries from August-September 1939 about your reaction to the war. (2-5 diary entries)

Consider the following: 

How did you feel before the war? How did you feel after it started? What are you most concerned about?

“1 September 1939” sheet, especially Sources A-E

Creative Idea

Task: 

Come up with your own way to describe and explain Britain’s Preparations for war, or reactions of British people to the war. 

Make sure you check your idea is suitable before you get started!
